
Twins Express

Westbound From Target Field

All buses on this route are wheelchair accessible.
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Buses will drop off here on the freeway
level of Ramp A/7th Street Transit Center.
Take the stairs or elevator up to the 3rd
level and follow the skyway to Target Field. 

After the game, take the skyway to the
Twins Way lobby then take the stairs or
elevator down to board the bus at the
freeway level.

For alternative service to I-394 and 
Co Rd 73 Park & Ride, please refer 
to a Route 675 schedule. Route 675 
buses pick up along Marquette Avenue.

It’s easy to ride – Here’s how:

1 Arrive at the Park & Ride ramp 
several minutes early to allow 
time to park and to walk to the 
boarding area.

2 Board buses on the ground level 
south of the parking ramp. Look 
for Route 679 – Twins Express.

3 Pay your fare with:

Pay both ways up front! Buy 
a pass at the Park & Ride lot. 
For $5.25 (weekdays) or $4.50 
(weekends) you get a round-trip 
Twins Express ride. Simply show 
your pass when you board after 
the game. 

Go-To Card, Metropass, 
Go-To College Pass, U-Pass: 
Touch your card to the reader 
as you board the bus.

Cash: Put bills or coins in the 
farebox. Change is not available. 

4 Take a seat and enjoy the ride.

These rules apply for the comfort 
and safety of all customers:

• No eating, smoking, alcohol or 
littering. Beverages in covered 
containers are allowed.

• Anything that interferes with 
safe operation of the vehicle is 
prohibited.

• Those who try to ride without 
paying a fare will be charged 
with a misdemeanor and 
fined $180.

Seniors (65+): To qualify, show a Minnesota driver’s
license/state ID with a     endorsement.
Youth: Ages 6-12 qualify for a reduced fare.
Medicare card holders: To qualify, show a Medicare 
card along with a Minnesota driver’s license/state ID.

These fares are in effect at all times:
Persons with Disabilities: To qualify, show your Metro
Mobility card or transfer, Metro Transit temporary ID
with a photo ID or Minnesota driver’s license/state ID
with an     or     endorsement.

Children: Ages 5 and under ride free (limit 3) when
accompanied by a paid fare.
Downtown Zone: Ride in the Downtown Zone for 50¢.
Young Adults: Students and workers ages 17 and
under may qualify for a discounted Young Adult
Card – contact your school or employer.

Fareboxes Buses accept U.S. bills and coins.
Change is not available.

Transfers give you unlimited rides on buses and 
light rail – for 21/2 hours. Ask for one when you pay 
your cash fare. Transfers are automatically embedded 
on fare cards and light-rail tickets.
