2. Pay BEFORE you board—touch your
card to a reader on the platform or
buy a ticket from the machine.

3. Push the blue button to open doors
(trains only).

4. Colored METRO lines (Blue,
Green, Red) stop at every station.
Lettered lines (A & C) stop at
stations on demand and when
customers are present.
